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DAMAGE BONDS (CONSTRUCTION SITES) 
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Purpose 

The purpose of this policy is to promote the protection and/or repair of the Town’s Infrastructure and to 
set out guidelines for cost recovery if damage is done to the Town’s infrastructure during construction. 

Policy 

The Town of Claremont is the owner/custodian of various types of infrastructure such as street trees, 
footpaths, kerbs, and roads. 

To discourage damage, and to encourage proactive repairs are made to the Town’s infrastructure, the Town 
will administer all applications to conduct works by the Town’s Infrastructure Clearance Form. 

This will apply when approval is sought for the construction of a new crossover and when planning approval 
is sought for a new building, substantial additions, or for demolitions. 
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
